Land Use Board
Meeting Minutes
 Monday, April 3, 2017


The meeting was opened at 7:00 p.m. by Chairman Vincent DiCicco who advised that the notice of the meeting had been advertised by sending notice to the two legal newspapers (South Jersey Time and Courier Post), in addition to posting notices. The Pledge of Allegiance then took place.

Attendance was taken by Secretary Helder with the following in attendance: Solicitor Thompson, Chairman DiCicco, Board Members Berry, Bittner, Lawrence, Murtaugh, Nordaby, Hillman, and Waters. Board Members Baker, Leamy, and Louis were absent.

A motion to approve the meeting minutes of March 6, 2017 was made by Bruce Nordaby and seconded by Ray Berry. The motion was unanimously approved by voice vote.

OLD BUSINESS: No old business.

NEW BUSINESS:

Request for Extension of a variance by Charles Schriver (buyer) on behalf of Barbara Schweigart for Block 85, Lot 1.01, 100 Ambler Street. Board Member Murtaugh stepped down due to residing within the 200 feet. Solicitor Thompson explained that the board would need written consent from the property owner which would fall under a condition of approval. Solicitor Thompson gave a brief, but detailed background regarding this property since the original application for bulk variances and subdivision date back to 2006 and were previously granted to James Lenney. Solictior Thompson stated Mr. Lenney came back in July 2007 asking for an extension of time to file the minor subdivision deeds, which was approved by the board with the extension being to November 15, 2007 and memorialized by adoption of Res No. R-07-11 in August of 2007. Solicitor Thompson explained that the reason Mr. Schriver was here is pursuant to Ordinance section 205-38, any variance granted by the board to an applicant shall expire if no construction, alteration or conversion has been commenced within one year from the date of granting such variance. The State of New Jersey enacted the Permit Extension Act, which allowed the variance to be good through June 30, 2016. The variance expired due to no work being done by the expiration date, which is why Mr. Schriver is in attendance.

Solicitor Thompson swore in Charles Schriver who stated he would like an extension of one year. Solicitor Thompson stated the extension can only be good for one year from the June 30, 2016 date, which would bring Mr. Schriver to June 30, 2017. Mr. Schriver stated he is ready to start construction once all of this is taken care of.  Solicitor Thompson advised that the board must deem the application complete, a motion was made by Board Member Bittner and seconded by Board Member Lawrence. The motion was unanimously approved by voice vote. Mr. Schriver gave a detailed testimony regarding what transpired over the years and why he believes there is good cause for the extension. Solicitor Thompson discussed the conditions of approval from 2006 as to which Mr. Schriver stated he understands and are acceptable. 




NEW BUSINESS: (continued)

Board Member Bittner made a motion to open the meeting to the public which was seconded by Board Member Nordaby. Chairman DiCicco opened the meeting to the public, with no one in attendance, the public portion was closed.

Board Member Bittner made a motion to approve the extension until June 30, 2017 under the condition that the homeowner, Barbara Schweigart, gives written consent and all conditions of approval will be adhered to. This motion was seconded by Board Member Lawrence.  Motion was unanimously approved by roll call vote. 

Application was granted. Solicitor Thompson advised Mr. Schriver that next month the board will adopt a written resolution memorializing what happened at the meeting. He also advised that anyone could challenge the granting of the extension at any time within the 45 days of the publication and it is up to Mr. Schriver whether he would like to go ahead and start.

REPORTS OF SUB COMMITTEE 

· Subcommittee application for 1004 Edgewater Avenue- Meatpacking Company- approved as a permitted use.
· 201 C Broadway, Xavier Hall, owned by Frank Capano- Viking Investment Company was also approved as a permitted use.

PUBLIC COMMENT:

The meeting was opened to the public and hearing no comment, was closed to the public.

COMMUNICATIONS:

· Copy of a Notice sent to the Property Owner of 222 Chestnut Street from the Gloucester County Soil Conservation District advising that they do not require certification of a soil erosion and sediment control plan.
· Certificate for the Basic Course in Land Use Law and Planning Certification was presented to Michael Hillman.

Solicitor Thompson thanked and recognized Board Secretary Helder for her hard and excellent work. Board Secretary Helder stated that the appointment of Nicole O’Hara will be asked of council at Monday’s council meeting.

A motion to adjourn the meeting was made by Board Member Lawrence and seconded by Board Member Berry. The motion was approved and the meeting ended at 7:16 p.m.
